For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2010, The Rotary
Club of Calgary had revenues of $2,378,757 related
to its charitable activities and revenues of $364,686
related to member dues, luncheon revenues and
fellowship activities for a combined total of
$2,743443. In addition, there was $87,762 of
accumulated funds from the prior fiscal year
available to the Club. Included in total revenues
related to its charitable activities is $1,206,677 from
The Calgary Rotary Clubs Foundafiom the

earnings on the endoment from the estate of Ev Mayhood and revenues of $891,229 from
fundraising activities, with $785,029 from catered barbeques primarily during Stampede week.

Club expenditures related to its charitable activitfese pie chart belowtptaled $2,339,005

which included $691,191 in expenses related to fundraising activities, with $608,516 related to

catered barbeques, an expenditure of $603,338 donated to Rotary International as per the
